DASB will only reimburse publicly-

accessible transportation costs between transit centers, lodging, and conference sites. 

Travel expenses must include detailed receipts in order to be reimbursed.  Upon request, 

at a mutually-agreed upon time, a presentation to the DASB Senate must be given by 

students that attended the conference reporting on what they learned and how they 

benefitted from attending.
