Subject: Students in Intercultural, International Studies Classes who took a Basic Skills Course

The Intercultural, International Studies division requested information pertaining to the percent of
their students who need basic skills remediation in comparison to other divisions on campus.

To complete the analysis, students who took a course in the Intercultural, International Studies
division in 2011-12 or 2012-13 were tracked from 2009-10 to 2012-13 to see if they enrolled in any
basic skills course. Basic skills courses include: Math 114, 210 or 212, EWRT 200 or 211, ESL
courses (excluding ESL 5 or 6), LART 200 or 211, READ 200 or 211. Students who took at least 1
basic skills course are counted as basic skills. Arabic and Cantonese were not included in IIS rates.

The percent of students who took a basic skills course was compared to the percent of students who
did not take a basic skills course in other divisions. Success rates for basic skills students were also
compared to success rates for non basic skills students. Success is based on A, B, C, and P grades,
non success are D, F, NP, I grades and withdraw are W grades.

Highlights

e The Intercultural, International Studies division has a similar distribution of basic skills
students as the Social Science division and a lower distribution than Language Arts,
Physical Science, Math and Engineering and Physical Education.

e Basic skills students in IIS courses exhibit higher success rates than non basic skills students
in IIS courses.

e Basic skills students in French, German, Hindi, ICS, INTL, Japanese, Korean, Mandarin,
Persian, Spanish, Vietnamese, and Women'’s Studies have higher or the same success rates
as non basic skills students.

e Basic skills students have lower success rates than non basic skills students in Italian and
Russian classes.

e All ethnic groups who took a basic skills course exhibit higher success rates in IIS courses
than student in the same ethnic group who did not take a basic skills course, with the
exception of Decline to State.
